Class Description:
· Integrated Science I is a semester course. 

· Integrated Science I meets six periods a week.  One day a week the class will meet for two periods.  These days will be used for laboratory experiments and activities.  Ex. Class is scheduled M-F 3rd period and 4th period on Fridays.

· It is designed for students who do not intend on pursuing careers in science.

· It gives students a brief introduction to chemistry focusing on the core concepts.
Class Objectives:
Students will:

1. Be able to apply chemistry to real life situations.

2. Have a basic understanding of chemistry.

3. Have experience conducing laboratory experiments and using the scientific method.

Grading;
There will be 6-7 exams for this course and 1-2 projects.  Participation, quizzes, homework assignments, laboratory experiments and the final exam are all considered when determining the student’s grade.  Student’s grades are determined using a total number of points earned out of the total of points available.  The following is an example of the grading:

Extra Credit:  Students may hand in two extra credit assignments per month.  Students will need to find an article from a newspaper or magazine.  These articles must be about chemistry.  The student will need to hand in a copy of the article and a brief summary of its content.  The extra credit will be worth a maximum of 10 points (2 points per article) towards their grade.

Late Assignments:

Assignments and projects must be handed in on time.  Students are given a due date and are expected to maintain that due date.  Projects will not be accepted two weeks from the original due date.  Points are deducted for each late day.  

Missed Work/Tests:

It is the student’s responsibility to see the teacher for any missed work or assignments.  Students are expected to make up tests within three days of their return to school.  If the tests are not made up within three days, the test is given a grade of zero.  Assignments that are missed are to be handed in the day after the students return.

Classroom Environment:

1. All students in my class are to treat the teacher and each of their fellow students with RESPECT.  There are no exceptions to this rule.

4. Students are to raise their hands and wait to be called on during class.  Students are to remain seated unless given permission to move about the room. 

5. Students will be conducting laboratory experiments and are expected to follow all direction and safety precautions.  Horseplay of any kind will not be tolerated in the lab.  Students will be given a zero for any lab in which it is deemed they are acting inappropriately.  

6. The teacher and not the bell dismiss students.

7. There is NO USE of tablets, iPods, eReaders, or laptops in class unless Mrs. Klingaman has specifically allowed it.
